Results The mean of awareness level was 12.9 (SD=3.1) and 72% did not 

receive training in health informatics. 5. Discussion  in other study in Iran(Papi, Ghazavi, and 

Moradi 2015), which give the indication of the need of training and increase awareness of health 

informatics in developing countries.
