v' Mouth cancer, also known as oral cancer
or cancer of the oral cavity,

IS often used to describe a number of

cancers that start in the region of the mouth.

v' These most commonly occur on the lips,
tongue and floor of the mouth but can also
start in the cheeks, gums, roof of the
mouth, tonsils and salivary glands.

v' Mouth cancers are generally classified as
head and neck cancers.

More than 90% of the oral cancers
are squamous cell carcinoma

Lymphadenopathy

Enlargement of the one or more lymph
nodes may be a response to infection of
an ulcerated tumor

Chronic trauma / irritation by
sharp teeth

Tongue cancer is more common than
all forms of oral cavity about 3%
