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Abstract

This study aims to investigate the impact of market orientation on small and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) business performance in Libya.This
research adopts a precise qualitative strategy to survey extant research on
market orientation, recognizing issues, patterns, and paradoxes. In particular,
my research gives coordination of the expanding empirical research on
market orientation, in light of a thorough synthesis of articles published in
the past years. Uniting the various strands of inquiry that have guided
information accumulation on market orientation, we can distinguish major
hypothetical holes and gaps in the previous writings. We additionally find
that while market orientation research has taken significant steps throughout
the long term, much work actually should be done as voids exist that should
be focused on in future assessments of the market. The main objective of
this research are to measure the market orientation from the view of Libyan
Small businesses' owners.The questionnaire was conducted to find out
whether market orientation has an impact on Libyan small businesses’
performances. The recommended size of the sample was 384 (Krejcie and
Morgan, 1970). Though, the questionnaire received 94 responses to be
analyzed. SPSS (Statistical Package of Social Science) was used as the
analytic tool. The collected data followed parametric analytical methods.
The tests conducted were a reliability test of Cronbach’s alpha, frequency
tests, Pearson rank correlation, descriptive statistics were extracted through
the test of Shaprio-Wallis, ANOVA, and the linear regression model. The

key result was that there was a high significance on market orientation and

its impact on Libyan small performances.
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
